

Let’s type: Roku ji ni okimasu. (I wake up at 6 o’clock.)
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Does yours look like this?  ろくじにおきます。

Let’s type: Shichi ji ni asagohan o tabemasu. (At 7 o’clock I eat breakfast.)

To type the n in asagohan you need to press n twice like this:
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To type the o in o tabemasu you need to type [image: image27.png]

Does yours look like this? しちじにあさごはんをたべます。

Let’s type: Watashi wa juuji ni nemasu. (I go to bed at 10.)

To type the wa after watashi you need to type [image: image29.png]
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 because this is a Japanese particle showing the topic of the sentence.  

Does yours look like this?　わたしはじゅうじにねます。
